The following is the information provided by Microsoft when these scripts were distributed via email to their Hi-Ed support contacts.  No further documentation is provided.  It is assumed you are familiar with VBS scripting, installing patches, and creating a CD-ROM for your own use.

THIS PRODUCT HAS NOT BEEN TESTED – IT IS REDISTRIBUTED “AS IS” FROM MICROSOFT.  EXAMINE, TEST AND USE AT YOUR OWN RISK.

The general procedure would be to expand the included zip archive into a folder and  then create a CD-ROM with the folder contents.  The autorun.inf file should start the installer when the CD-ROM is inserted in a system to apply the critical patches for MS03-026.  It is designed to work on Windows NT, 2000, XP, and Server 2003.   Read the notes below for further information about required the required system state before applying this process.

Subject: Example scripts for deploying patches for MS03-026

These are example of scripts Microsoft support reps have created in collaboration with some other higher education customers to apply the patch MS03-026.  These have been updated to Support NT4 and cannot clean an infected system.  Although Microsoft recommends re-installing an infected system, many anti-virus vendors have updates and/or tools that can be used.  A common one used is Stinger by NAI.  These tools are not included since they are constantly updating them to deal with newer threats and iterations of the worms.

These scripts manually install MS03-026.  They can also be burned onto a CD to be auto-run.  If systems are not at a supported level for this patch then they need to be first brought up to that level (example being Windows 2000 SP1 would not be supported with the patch MS03-026).  Also if systems need other patches installed that are older than MS03-026 then they need to be either installed first, installed as part of this process (using QChain.exe), or installed with WindowsUpdate so that file versions are maintained.

Although this script is not anything ‘official’ from Microsoft and is being distributed as an example, we will try to help in any way we can if you have any questions or would like any information.
